Dear Parents
We have an extensive “Activities Week” planned for next week.  Your children will be extremely busy and we very much hope that they enjoy all the experiences planned.

Activities planned for Class One includes;
Healthy Breakfast (Monday am), Football, Street Jazz, a visit to the Dean Field Studies Centre and the Dean Heritage Museum, an introduction to Recorders and swimming.  Wellingtons will be required for Tuesday morning for the visit to the Dean Field Studies Centre.  
All the pupils of Class One have been invited to Lydbrook Primary School on Thursday to work in the school grounds and to visit the Forest School area. The children will need a packed lunch on this day as they will be having a picnic outside.

Activities planned for Class Two include; 

Healthy Breakfast (Monday am), Football, Street Jazz, a visit to the Dean Field Studies Centre, introduction to Recorders (Years 3 / 4), a ‘taster’ session for Year 5 at Whitecross Secondary School, a visit to the Forest Classroom at Parkend and an opportunity to play a brass instrument with Parkend Band.  The Year 6’s will also be preparing for their Leavers’ Assembly.
N.b.All coach travel/entrance costs are being paid for by the school for these activities.

The children will be making a ‘Sock Puppet’.  Please can all children in Class Two bring in an old sock for this purpose on Tuesday.  Thank you.

Year 3 /4 pupils will be learning how to play some board games on Wednesday afternoon.  Please can you send a board game with your child to play on this day.  Thank you.

The whole school will be coming together for a ‘Talent Show’ on Friday morning.  Please encourage your child to take part in this and to think about what talent they would like to perform (e.g. play a musical instrument, sing a song, tell a joke or story).
The children from Class Two have started Activities week with a trip to PGL at Tregoyd, Brecon and it finishes with a Football Tournament being run by ‘Sutton Soccer School’ on Friday evening, (4pm until 6pm) in which teams from Parkend and Lydbrook are taking part.
